01)  I arrive in Israel Friday 09 May.


02)  I will BRING the lots with me.  You can pick them up at the show or make arrangements to meet me.
03)  I will send you the invoice before I leave for Israel.  You can pay me at the show or when we meet.  However, as I MAY NOT be able to process the credit cards in Israel, US dollars or a US Dollar check would be preferred.

04)  If you want the lots mailed, please so specify on the bid sheet.  However, I will not guarantee their arrival before I get there.


For all:  If you need an item for your exhibit at the show, please inform me.  I will make very effort to get it to you.  There MAY be an extra charge.

Unlike previous auctions, this auction is on a WEDNESDAY.   As I do have a regular job I will be at work the day before the sale.  So, please do not call me until after 6 PM (local time) the day prior to the sale.  Thanks.

Bids not in compliance with these increments will be reduced to the appropriate amount.

The increment option is “a number of bidding increments” and not a percentage.  You can specify from 1 to 5 increments.  Be aware, however, for this scenario: Let’s say that you bid $270 on a lot and state to “increase my bids by 5 increments to secure the lot”.  At $270, the bidding increments are $10.  I will go $270, $280, $290 and $300 – using three of the five increments. At $300 the bidding increments now become $25.  So, I will then go $325 and $350 using the last two allotted increments.  So, please be careful as what you bid $270 on may very well cost you $350 plus the commission.

 You may phone your bids to 609-298-2891 or 609-456-9508.   If you should get the answering machine, please leave a message with your name and full phone number and state when you can be called back.  Please do not leave your bids on the answering machine.  Phone bids should be followed by written confirmation.

Overseas clients are urged to send their bids via Airmail, fax, or via e-mail.  
01.6)
If you are acting as an agent or bidding on behalf of another person, please write the word “AGENT” on the bid sheet.  You need not reveal the name(s) of the person(s) for whom you are bidding.

All bids must be in US Dollars.

02.2)
No Lot shall be offered or bid accepted at less than the printed START PRICE. 

02.3)
Bids not in conformance with the bidding increments as stated in the catalogue will be reduced to the next level.

02.4)
Please note how automatic increases are handled.

"OPEN" or “BUY" bids are not accepted. Please bid your limit. 

02.6)
The highest bidder will be the purchaser at one bidding increment over the next highest bidder.  In the case of two or more equal bids the first bid received will be deemed the successful bid.

You may call to ascertain the status of your bid.  You will be given the OPENING BID, that is, the price at which the lot would be sold for if there are no further bids.  You will not be given the current high bid.  Please note that the opening bid is subject to change as all bids may not yet have been entered into the bid book.  You will not be called back.

All Lots are described by Negev Holyland Stamps and/or the vendor with the greatest possible care.  Descriptions provided by the vendor are spot checked for accuracy.

Lots are believed to be genuine unless described otherwise; however this is not to be taken as a literal statement of fact, it is the opinion of the Auctioneer/Vendor.

If, for any reason a Lot is believed by the purchaser to be not as described then it must be returned within 10 (ten) days of the invoice date.   The reason for the return must be clearly stated.
